Think 
soft, sexy and feminine.

As a contrast for evening cocktails, try severe slicked down side parts to give your 
hairstyle a sharp but ladylike edge. 

Top knots are defi nitely in this summer, as seen on recent Christain Lacroix and 
Ungaro runways. Another spin on lifting your hair

Big soft waves will be another hit for the party season, as people enjoy texture 
with hair again. To achieve this look, GHD then lightly brush out. Dual texture is key

What preparation and “woman 
hours” went into your photoshoot 
- when did you start getting ready 
previous to the shoot - time wise?

All up around 40 hours went into my 
initial shoot. Preparation was everything, 
I sat down with my photographer 
and stylist and planned everything 
meticulously. The fi rst meeting for ideas 

and brainstorming was arranged 8 weeks prior to entry.

What were the costs and could you suggest how a beginner 
could start out on the cheap?

The costs involved were high simply because I wanted to achieve 
a glossy editorial look. I chose to use a top fashion photographer, 
clothing from a chic boutique and a terrifi c makeup artist. All up 
I spent $2500 for this years Wella Trend Vision shoot. To a beginner 
I would suggest they sit down, plan well in advance and stick to a 
budget. Winning isn’t everything, taking part and gaining experience 
and confi dence is what it is all about.

How nerve-wracking was it getting up on stage and 
competing, what tips would you give a fi nalist?

It is always very nerve-wracking walking up on stage and showing 
your work in front of your peers and judges. My only advice is take 
a deep breath, relax and focus on your subject and have your 
answers pre-prepared.
